The very first attitude that should be
enfertained in our heart is one of a
prayerful sort. “And all things. whatso-
ever ve shall ask in prayer, believing, ye
shall receive.”” Matthew 21:22 Jesus made
this statement just after he had driven the
moneychangers from the temple. In other
words. take your worldly goods and filthy
lucre from my house of prayer, Praver is
the key to the throne of grace and faith
unlocks the door of mercy. The Lord alone
can give us a reviving and save the souls of
sinners. God’s people should not stand in
the altars doubting that the seekers will be
saved.
