Lord's work. I am looking forward
anxiously to the summer season hoping
there will be a harvest season if God wills
it so,

We seem to be in a long sowing season. T
feel sure that a small group of these
children of God are gradually becoming
Baptists in conviction. They are keeping
me working to keep ahead of them in my
preparation. At the same time I have
encountered a number of lost souls who
are earnestly seeking for salvation. Many
of them have tried a half-dozen ways
already, bul none has given them peace
with God. In the last few wecks we have
prayed with two such men in the altar in
our Friday night services. | spoke with
another man 64 vears of age about his soul,
In a public place tears of conviction rolled
down his cheeks. In conversing with some
of these I have often felt that they were
within a hairs breadth of salvation, but
how to help them further is known only to
God. There are so many people like that
here.

We need your pravers from afar off,
Even our most faithful supporters in
services here seem lacking knowledge of
how to approach God in behalf of seeking

souls. This is a difficult situation for one
such as me heing accustomed to having on
hand old saints who are experienced at
praving the heavens down upon an altar
service. This practice, after the example
of Jacob who wrestled all night with the
angel, is being lost in many places.

Another primary weapon we are lacking
here is the experiencc meeting. When 1
first arrived here this tyvpe of service
which is common to us was unheard of. [
have not been as successful as T would in
geiting the people to respond to my
continual exhorting to use their salvation
experiences as their most effective wea-
pon.

I need vour pravers for myself that 1
may be more effective, and also for those
convicted souls T have mentioned that they
will continue to victory rather than draw
back unto perdition.
